DAY 2 SAN FRANCISCO

Climb aboard a hop-on, hop-off sightseeing tour of San Francisco! The sightseeing excursion comes with your Pier 39 pass
and gives you the opportunity to explore all San Francisco has to offer. You can hop on and off the tour at any of the
stops to further explore any area that strikes your fancy at your own pace. Stops include Chinatown, the Golden Gate
Bridge, North Beach, Union Square, Golden Gate Park, the Civic Center, and many more. (Overnight in San Francisco)

DAY 3 OVERNIGHT ON BOARD AMTRAK®

cross over the Golden Gate Bridge and then disembark in the serene forest filled with towering redwoods. Once you've
taken in all the natural beauty that Muir Woods has to offer, you'll spend some quality time in Sausalito, a stunning
seaside village that is home to many artists.
