9 Fremantle, Perth

afternoon. Enjoy a free afternoon and evening to relax or explore your surroundings at your own pace.

10 Perth, New Norcia, Geraldton

11 Geraldton, Monkey Mia 

Journey to Eagle Bluff and look out for the rays and fish that often visit the waters below. Continue to 

the small town of Denham and visit the Shark Bay Interpretive Centre. Later, head to Monkey Mia at 

World Heritage-listed Shark Bay for today's Insider Experiences. Stay Two Nights: Monkey Mia 

Dolphin Resort (B/D)

12 Monkey Mia Dolphin Experience 



Today, you'll visit one of the best places for dolphin interaction. At Monkey Mia, you'll enjoy a rare up-

13 Shell Beach, Hamelin Pool, Kalbarri 

Travel to Shell Beach, a 60-kilometre beach consisting of billions of tiny white sea shells. Continue to 

Hamelin Pool to view some of the world's oldest living fossils, the stromatolites, among the first 

sources of oxygen on the planet. Later, visit Kalbarri National Park, where around 800 species of 

wildflowers bloom in the spring. Stay: Kalbarri Edge Resort (B/D) 

 

14 The Pinnacles, Perth 

Travel to Nambung National Park to see the Pinnacles rise out of the sand. Then, return to Perth for a 

special Farewell Dinner. Stay: Crowne Plaza Perth (B/D) 

 

15 Depart Perth 

Your journey comes to an end today. Enjoy a final breakfast with your fellow travellers before you're
